6) Treasurer’s report (refer to finance reports for specifics): 
a. NI decreased by approx. $1K; ending net loss was -$161 for the year. Didn’t fully meet the goal of spending down and still have some money to spend.
b. Overall income was almost $64K with was 111% of budget. Sources were corporate matching, sponsorship income, donations, merchandise sales, other fundraising and snack shack
c. Expenses are at 93% of budget with most expenses coming from Senior recognition banners, books, and cords which is currently at 93% of budgeted, merchandise costs of goods, and other expenses. Need a motion to approve additional $100 for snack shack expenses. Made by Jen Lipscomb, seconded by John Hart; passed unanimously.
d. Made the decision to not fund any additional pop-ups at this time but will keep it in. mind for next year’s budget.
e. Tax id is still being worked on and forms should be done very soon for submission. 
7) Funding Requests: Coach Jeff is making a request for JV uniforms for volleyball up to $2000. John Hart made the motion to approve with Kris Suzuki seconding. No discussion; motion passed unanimously.

a. Donation Drive/Fundraising: Done after successful year. 
b. Fundraising: nothing new
